WHAT ABOUT WHITE?  
There are 3 commonly used 
whites, Titanium, Zinc and 
Lead.   What is the differ-

ence? 

TITANIUM  is most com-
monly used by artists.  It is 
most opaque, strongest 
tinting strength, brilliant 
and medium speed in dry-

ing.    It is non -toxic.  

ZINC OXIDE WHITE is 
most widely used in water-
color based paints, but also 
oils.  It is the least opaque 
and dries most slowly.  Not 

overpowering in making  
tints of color.   Non -

toxic.  

LEAD WHITE  called  
(FLAKE WHITE) is great 
for making lifelike flesh 
tones.  It is faster dry-
ing and a thick consis-
tency.  Often used by 
Dutch masters.  How-
ever as the name im-
plies, it contains LEAD, 
which is toxic and can 
cause lead poisoning if 
not handled properly.  
It can create a bad 

chemical reaction when combined 
with other pigments such as cad-
miums and French ultramarine, or 
with chemicals in the air if not  var-
nished properly .  You will notice 
the tube is very heavy compared to 
other tubes of paint.    Another 
paint containing LEAD is Naples 

Yellow.  

Again it is a very heavy tube of 
paint.  You are safe if the tube says 
Naples Yellow "HUE" as it is a sub-

stitute for the real Naples Yellow.

Please log on to www.artteachers.org  and surf throughout your Site to find the 
new and innovative things we have included.  Some major changes are completely òbehind the sceneó,  but are in-
strumental and interactive to the Site.  So letõs run down the list of changes and revisions: 
 
Server & Web Editor changes  were necessary to keep up with the cyber world and speed up  our huge site that 

continues to grow and remain at the top  of the list of òArt Teacheró searches. 

 

Data Base of Members  was necessary to maintain the status of our growing membership.  This sophisticated ta-
ble is completely behind the scene, but controls all the membership lists in the entire site, to include links to 
teacher web pages.  The Data Base can immediately be updated using timely info directly from all regions based 

on payment of annual dues . 

 

Slideshows  are completely reformatted using Adobe Flash Player working directly on the server, and consequently 
faster.  They are found throughout the site to showcase a multitude of subjects and activities such as nation gath-
erings, region meetings, master artists, and certification.  
 
Region Newsletters   now have separate pages for each region which contain links to current and past newsletters 

for at least one year.  Our traditional footer on each page takes one to the respective region.  

Events Page  has been completely revamped to include dropdowns of more detailed info of all major activities of all 
regions, traveling artists and events hosted by members.  Our National Google Calendar, found on several pages, 

will soon list all these major events we know about  also.  

Application Page  has dropdowns giving more specific info and links for: TEAM membership, teacher webpage, en-
hancement (e.g. certification) program, and manufacturer query.  Applicants can now choose a specific applica-
tion, complete their application online (includes amount of dues and treasurer address), print a copy, and auto-

matically submit to respective region and web team simultaneously.  

Packets   are only available to our membership.  It is still  a work in progress.  Special 
and unique painting packets will soon be available through secure  PDF files easily 

opened using free Adobe Reader .
